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Lesson 1:

Make a turn-around showing kids drawing close to God. Cut out the split circle
from the front cover. Color and cut out the circle from the activity page. Push

a paper fastener through the “X” at the center of the split circle, then through
the “X"at the center of the picture circle. Open the paper fastener at the back.
Cover the points with tape to protect small fingers. Hold the top circle. Move
the large circle around to show pictures.
